Each morning there is a Breakfast Club, which

There
is a small cost to cover a simple breakfast and a

/ L5am until 8 LOam, when your child will then
be brought down to the Larch staff.

Lockers

All pupils in Larch have their own locker where
theg can keep their coats, PE kits and book bags. It

will have their photo and name 1o suppor-t them to

use them Lndependenﬂg. Lunch boxes are kept in
the classroom, along with their water bottles.
Please try not to send. your child with favourite

toys from home: theg can very eastlg get lost.

Morning Rout
Before school starts, pules line up at the gate
entrance to the outside play area, until an adult
opens up. We ask that you wait with your child
before they come into the classroom as

teacher greets them . \/ery mre[g, pules get upset
at leaving their parents or carers. If this is the
case, they usually settle very quickly. ldeally, try to
leave them with us. We appreciate this can be
unsettlmg for you, but if theg do not settle for

whatever reason, we will contact You.

Fruit and Mill
All pupils in Larch are provided with free fruit as

a snack every day. This is usually accessed during
learning activities. If you would like your child to
have free milk (u,p to the age of 5 years old) you,

can register at www.coolmilk.co.uk and it will be
delivered every day to school.
